Arizona State Championships
The Arizona State Championships will be held June 18-19, 2005 at the Broadway Recreation Center in Mesa (operated by Mesa Association of Sports for the Disabled). 2. Sectionals in Arizona in 2006
After discussion of the merits, the group agreed that the Arizona Division will host the Rocky Mountain Sectional Championships in 2006.  A site needs to be secured.  A tentative date is April 23, 2006.  An organizing committee will be formed at a later date.

3. Purchase of metal strips and equipment for the Division
The Division will purchase three (3) metallic strips that have been designed and built by Adrian Douglas.

4. Integration of Arizona into the Junior Invitational Circuit of California
The Pacific Coast Section has an established Southern California/Nevada Junior Circuit of tournaments designated for Junior and Youth fencers.  The PCS Chairman, Frank Van Dyke, has invited the Arizona Division to host an invitational tournament to be included in this circuit.  The PCS plans to rename the circuit the “Southwest Junior Circuit”.  All EC members voting were in favor of this proposal.  Therefore, the Division will host a Junior Invitational to be held at a date in November 2005.

5.
Time of Annual Meeting during the Arizona State Championships
The Annual Meeting of the Arizona Division membership will be held in conjunction with the State Championships on Saturday, June 18, 2005.  The meeting will be held from 1:00 – 2:00 pm.  A proposal made by Pat Waples to allow voting to be held over both days of the tournament was defeated.  Voting for officers will take place only during the meeting on June 18th.  It was agreed that Division funds will be used to purchase pizza from Costco for the meeting.  Daisy Flores said that the Division will need to elect three (3) Congress Representatives for the 2005-2006 season.
6. Other Business
After discussion, the EC members agreed that the date for the first Executive Committee meeting of the 2005-2006 season should be July 21, 2005.  The date will be announced at the Annual Meeting on June 18th.
